This is The Parade,
Minehead in the
1950s - how peaceful
it looks with the
narrow central
reservation and few
cars so onhe could
cross the road in
relative safety.

The shops and g .
buildings in the . b, ,.,,...42
Parade at this time R—
were - Floyds Departmental Stores on the corner of the Parade and Friday Street;
Frisbys Shoe Shop; Harold White's China Shop; Boots the Chemist; Turton's
Antiques; Batchelors Grocers (I remember I always loved the smell of coffee
inside); Mac Fisheries Wet Fish Shop; then on the corner of Bancks Street was the
National Provincial Bank.

On the opposite corner of Bancks Street was a very popular Haywards Bar, then
Masons Ironmongers; Smiths Shoe Shop; Capron's Cycle Shop; Billie's Snack Bar
(very popular with the American soldiers during the war). Miranda’s Hairdressers;
A.J. Baker (butchers), and Henry Wood Furniture Emporium.

On the north side of the Parade at the bottom of Holloway Street was Reggie Smith
Jewellers; Miss Sally's Drapery shop (I remember the fantastic creations of weird
and wonderful hats on stands in the windows); Bon-bon Confectionaries; Harold
Passmore Newsagent and Tobacconist; Brown's the Jewellers, and Boddy's Bakery
and Restaurant.

Next to these was the Town Hall consisting of the public library and the council
chambers on the first floor, with Hale and Baker (butchers); Holcombe's
(greengrocers) Mac Fisheries (again); Holcombe's Dairy Produce, and Westminster
Bank on the ground floor.

The other side of Market House Lane was Venn Fieldens Sports Shop; Stanley Back,
Gents Outfitters; Edward White, tobacconists; Rawle's Dairy; Hawkins the Chemist;

Lloyds Bank, and Becketts Dress Shop. This corner was and is still
called Becketts Corner by the older generation.

I could go right through the town but it would take a couple of
year's worth of newsletters!
